the boy got up in the morning, he found that one of his family’s cows was killed by lions.
After that, lions came almost every night and killed their cows. His family lost nine cows that
week. He felt so bad. Losing cows is a big problem for people who need cows to live.

Lions are also important in Kenya. Many foreign people come to Kenya to see wild animals like
lions every year, but the number of lions is decreasing in Kenya. Some lions are killed by people
