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When I was a junior high school student, I was not good at speaking English. One day,
my teacher told us to *make a speech in English. I was very nervous. Then I
remembered my favorite soccer player's words. He said, “Your words change your
*actions. Your actions change your life.” Before his games, he always said, "I am a great
player,” to himself. So I said, “I am a great *speaker,” to myself before my speech. After
the speech, the teacher said, “You spoke very well.” I was very glad to hear that.

I didn't know why I was able to speak well that day, but this experience changed my
life. Because of it, I really wanted to speak English better. When I was a *university
student, I stayed in the U.K. for one year. I studied hard at school and often watched TV
at home to learn English.

One day, I found an interesting TV program about an *experiment. It was an
experiment about people’'s actions.
