Nouchi Yokichi. He was born in 1895 in Otama Village. His parents

were farmers, and he had many brothers and sisters. When he was 21

years old, he decided to go to Peru as an immigrant though his parents E BREES
did not want him to go. He wanted to succeed in a foreign country. He 1
left Japan alone in 1917. '

After arriving in Peru, Yokichi worked on a farm. The work on the E
farm was too hard to continue. He gave up the job and traveled around *
to look for another job. He changed jobs several times. When he was (Nouchi Yokichi)
28, he started to work at a national railway company in Peru. At that time, the company had
a plan to build a long railroad to carry coffee beans. He stayed in a village at the foot of Machu
Picchu and worked to build the railroad. There was a lot of nature around the village. He
liked the village and decided to live there.

However, the life in the village was not easy. The villagers had to walk a long way to get
water. Also, they did not have electricity. Yokichi built a waterway with the villagers to carry
water into the village.” After that, they could get water more easily. The villagers did not
know much about electricity, so he taught them about it. He built a small hydroelectric power
plant with them. The villagers began to respect him.

Before coming to the village, Yokichi worked only for himself, but his experiences in the
village changed him. He felt happy when he worked for the villagers. He thought, “The
village will develop if more people visit the village.” He built a hotel in the village in 1935
when he was 40. This hotel was not only for visitors but also for the villagers. It had a post
office and a police station in it. The hotel became a very important place for the villagers. He
always thought of the village and the villagers. He was no longer just an immigrant from
Japan. The life in the village was improved thanks to him. He was an indispensable person
for the village.

The Pacific War began in 1941. In Peru, the military police started to arrest Japanese
people. Soon, the military police came to the village to look for them. All the villagers said to
the police, “There are no Japanese people in this village.” Yokichi and his family were saved
by the villagers. After the war, he became the first mayor of the village when he was 53.

Yokichi went back to Otama Village for the first time when he was 73. He introduced
Machu Picchu Village to the people during his stay. His family in Japan asked him to stay in
Japan, but he returned to Peru in the next year. He did not go back to Otama Village again.
His life ended in 1969.

Machu Picchu became a World Heritage Site in 1983. Machu Picchu Village was asked to

be a friendship city by many cities around the world, but the village chose Otama Village as its



first friendship city. This was because of Yokichi’s great achievement. His achievement still
