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What are you interested in? Music, video games, or sports? When I was five years old, I
found the most interesting thing in a forest near my house. It was a mushroom. [ remember
exactly how the mushroom I first found looked. It was red and looked beautiful. I tried to
pick it, but my father stopped me. He said to me, “It is a poisonous mushroom.” He taught
me that there are dangerous mushrooms. After I got home, I read a book about mushrooms
and was surprised. The book had pictures of more than 700 different mushrooms. I thought,
“Why are there so many beautiful mushrooms?” and “Why are there some poisonous
mushrooms?” This was the beginning of my curiosity about mushrooms.

Since then, I have read many books about mushrooms and learned that there are many
mushrooms in the world. I have also learned that there are still a lot of mushrooms that have
no names. I often walk in the forest near my house and try to find such mushrooms.

Now, [l introduce two of my favorite mushrooms. The first one is yakoutake. The

mushrooms are found on some islands in Japan and emit a beautiful green light. Many people

travel to the islands to see them. Why do they emit a beautiful green light? <DWe don't have a
clear answer, but some people say the mushrooms may do it to attract insects which carry
the spores of the mushrooms. Spores are necessary for new mushrooms to grow.

My other favorite mushroom is benitengutake. This is the mushroom I first found in the
forest near my house. The caps of the mushrooms are a beautiful red, and people in some
countries believe that the mushrooms bring happiness. However, they are poisonous and
dangerous for many animals. For example, if a dog eats them, it will feel sick. Why are they
poisonous?
