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Do you often buy fast fashion? Fast fashion clothes are popular around the world these
days because they are not only cheap but also fashionable. Fast fashion companies make a lot
of cheap products quickly just like fast food, New fashionable products are sold one after
another in a short time. Though many people like fast fashion, it causes serious problems for
the environment. |

First of all, we throw away a lot of clothes and create a large amount of waste. According
to research, in Japan, each person throws away twelve pieces of clothing every year. What do
you think about this? Actually, this means that about 1, 300 tons of clothes are thrown away in
one day. People throw away fast fashion clothes especially often. [ 7 ]

Next, a large amount of water is used to produce clothes. Actually, about 2, 300 liters of
water is used to make only one shirt. How much water do you drink in one year? [ 4 |
Research shows that one person drinks about 440 liters of water in one year. This means that it
takes about five years for one person to drink 2, 300 liters of water. Also, the water used in
factories makes rivers and oceans dirty. [ 7 ]

Making clothes causes air pollution, too. The companies give off a lot of carbon dioxide. Of
course, carbon dioxide is given off while making clothes, but there are other reasons, too. For
example, many fast fashion clothes are made in Asian countries and carried to other countries
by trucks and ships, and this produces a lot of carbon dioxide. [ I ]

Fast fashion companies are trying to find solutions to these problems., For example, some
companies recycle old clothes to make new ones. Others reduce the amount of water they use.
However, it will still take time to solve these problems.

There are many things we can do to help. What can you do now?
